· Spirit award to whoever shows most school spirit per game.  Person gets spirit parking up front. 
· Homegoing Week – for the seniors at the end of the school year.  They had spirit days for the week and some event for the senior students.
· At a football game the student body wears layers of school colors.  After each touchdown the student body takes off a layer.  For example they might wear a red sweatshirt, then a black t-shirt and then a white tank top. 
· With school flag colors students runs in front of the bleachers to get the crowd excited.
· This next one will fall under multiple categories.  Holding a dodgeball tournament with an entry fee of $50 or 50 canned food items.

· Cards to local organizations – (tanning salons – 5 free tans with a package, car dealership – so much money off an oil change, movie theater – free popcorn, etc.)

· Hosting a casino night by soliciting donations and prizes from the community.  The participants buy Hansen dollars (principal’s face on fake money) for $5.  The students play various games for a certain Hanson dollar price.  At the end of the night, they bid for the donated prizes.

· This one is like a gift basket idea, but it involves a cake.  In the winter each sports team decorates a cake with a theme.
