Shull, who founded the National Association of Student Councils in 1931.  He recognized that leadership is service and many student council advisors across the nation are also guided by the same principles of Warren E. Shull.  While the award does single out individuals on the state level, the purpose of the award is to highlight the many contributions made by all student council advisers throughout our state and our country.

CRITERIA

1. A minimum of three years of service as a student council advisor.

2. The individual cannot be nominated if they are currently serving as a member of the IASC Advisory Board.

3. Have been actively involved in work with the Iowa Association of Student Councils, LEAD conferences, and/or the National Association of Student Councils.

4. Have shown in some way or at some time, dedication to the cause and principles of student councils.

5. Show ability to inspire leadership, dependability, and responsibility through role modeling of these qualities.

6. Have the following materials submitted to the selection committee (IASC Advisory Board) and postmarked no later than April 30th.

a) A resume created by the advisor which includes three references.

b) A letter of recommendation by the principal/supervisor of the advisor.

c) A letter of recommendation by the Student Council President.

d) A letter of nomination if nominated by an individual outside of your school district (if not one of the three listed above).

7. Selection of the recipient will be made by the IASC Advisory Board, who will review all nominees.
8. All information should be collected by the person nominating the individual and send to:  Kelly Neiber, IASC Executive Director, 2500 33rd Street, Des Moines, IA, 50310.  ATTN:  Advisor of the Year.

9. The selection process will take place during the June board meeting and all nominees will be notified of the results.  The award will be presented the following fall at the annual Iowa Student Leadership Conference in October.

10.  Former recipients of this award are eligible to receive the award after a 5 year waiting period.
